1. Anemia without reticulocytosis - Likely non-regenerative anemia; consider
pre-regenerative anemia.
2. Platelet aggregates are detected. Platelet count may be higher than reported.
3. Increased MCHC or MCH - Consider hemolysis (including sample
collection/handling), lipemia, and Heinz bodies.

1. Monocytosis - Consider inflammation (if lymphopenia, consider glucocorticoid
response).
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
